Engines, Planes and   
More Builders’ Hints

    Visiting the Arlington airshow, I attended several fo-
rums and noted some new airplanes and engines that 
are now available. One forum was on the APEX gas 
turbine engines. There were 2 models: Model 1 was a 
100 hp. turbo prop, weight=100 lbs. w/prop, fuel con-
sumption=6 gph no load, 13 gph with load. 
Price:$11,000 w/prop & gear box. Model 2 was a 150 
hp. turbo prop, fuel consumption=6 gph no load, 17 gph 
with load. Price $18500. Prop RPM was 3077, and the 
gear box speeds could be varied from 2850 to 3600 
RPM. The prop took a 13" spinner. TBO on both en-
gines was 2000 hrs. and overhaul cost will be about the 
same as a Continental 0200 engine. These are conver-
sion engines of the Solar T62 T2A1. Jeff Fraisure 
(owner) gave the forum and ran the engine on a test 
stand. He seemed quite knowledgeable and has spent 
a number of years developing this engine and reduc-
tion gear box and propellers. It is being used on some 
of the Kitfox and Avid Flyer airframes at the present 
time. He would be interested in providing assistance, if 
someone wants to develop a 2 seat tandem airframe 
around this engine. It can burn any type of fuel (maybe 
the answer to 100 LL replacement). If anyone is inter-
ested in such a project contact: APEX GAS TURBINE, 
1050 NW Conact CT., Silverdale, Wash.

Builders Hints: 
 

1. Reminder, everything on an airplane is vibrating. 
These vibrations are at certain frequencies due to 
propeller harmonics, engine piston cycles, etc. 
When making your system installations - wiring, 
ducting, oil lines, fuel lines, electrical wiring, etc. - 
secure everything so that none of these items will 
be flopping around inside the engine compartment. 
Mount or secure the elect transmitters (oil, fuel 
press) to a solid mounting surface such as the fire-
wall. Use a flex line from the engine to the transmit-
ter to absorb the vibration from the engine to the 
transmitter. The transmitter will not tolerate continu-
ous vibration and will soon give up after a short 
period of operating time. 

 

2. Secure wiring to terminals with a star washer under  
       the nut and terminal connector. Use shrink wrap  
       tubing to go around the wiring and the terminal  
       (butt connector) ends. This will help to stabilize the  
       wiring to the connector from vibration. DO NOT  
       SOLDER in the connectors to wiring. Vibration will  
       soon cause this to fail.   Always pull test your

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       crimped connections to make sure they are se 
       cure. It pays to use a good crimping tool to do  
       your crimp connections and not one of the Harbor  
       Freight Taiwan specials. Thomas Betts is a good  
       crimping tool. Why stake your life on a $1.00  
       crimping tool?? 
 

3. Exhaust systems should be supported to the en-
gine and not to the airframe. If you support them 
from the airframe use a flexible type connector (like 
used on an exhaust hanger of a heavy car) or use 
a spring type connection such as used on Wichita 
airplanes. This will allow movement of the exhaust 
system without putting strains on the flanges where 
they bolt to the engine. Often a ball joint is added 
between the connections to the exhaust flanges 
and the tailpipes. I added a ball joint system to my 
RV and have had 500 hrs of no problems. Others 
with the same type of systems have had them 
crack and fall completely off in less than 100 hrs. of 
operation. One fellow I talked to lost his complete 
pipe system while out flying (never to be found) He 
had his wife with him on her first flight in the air-
plane. Needless to say she hasn't flown with him 
since!!! 

 

4. Engine Baffling: Install doublers (about 1 1/2" di 
       ameter washers from alum. .040) where the baf 
       fling is secured to the cylinders. This will alleviate  
       having to make repairs to cracks that will develop  
       from vibration at a later date. Engine Break In: (this  
       is from LPM-August 1997) For most engines, full  
       power for take-off and climb is fine. Keep the climb  
       shallow but extended (maybe to 3000' above the  
       ground). Cruise should be around 70 percent    
       power with mixtures around 100°F rich of peak. (I'd  
       even go to 125°F rich of peak with the Calif. fuels).  
       This procedure should be used for the entire  
       break-in period. For steel barrels, this can be about  
       35 to 50 hours. Chrome barrels can take up to 100  
       hours. If your cylinders have glazed over (brown  
       areas in the barrel wall) nothing short of ring re 
       placement and finish honing will help. Same ap 
       plies for rings that have gotten too hot and have  
       become annealed. 
 

    Keep on riveting and cussing at the fiberglass work 
to be done.

Attendance: 38 
 

John Mahany, Chapter President, led members in the Pledge 
of Allegiance to the Flag. 

Don Thompson said that in the past food was not bought for 
volunteers.

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PROGRAM 

Woody Fowler said that special recognition should be given 
to member Tom Griffith, who has flown more than 500 Young 
Eagles.  Connie Anderson spoke of one  incident where a girl 
started out apprehensive before a Young Eagles flight, but 
after Tom took her up she was enthusiastic about learning 
about aviation and hoping to make a career in aviation.  Tom 
told members that Woody has a high number of Young Ea-
gles flown.  Woody said that he has flown about 375 Young 
Eagles, but the number he is flying is increasing at a much 
slower rate  because he is flying sailplanes now and can take 
up only one passenger at a time. 
 

Tom Griffith, Membership Coordinator, had badges for new 
members and asked members who needed replacement 
badges to contact him after the meeting. He showed mem-
bers a plaque he received from EAA Oshkosh for flying 500 
Young Eagles.  He has been flying Young Eagles since 1997. 
 

John Mahany reminded members that the position of Chapter 
7 Technical Councilor is still vacant.  Member Roland Koluvek 
is working toward an A & E license. He agreed to be Tech 
Councilor after he is certified. 
 

Connie Anderson, Chapter Vice President, thanked members 
for their support of the Special Olympics.  On May 10 she 
played 72 holes of golf in a tournament, raising $1,000 for the 
Special Olympics.  All told the tournament raised $35,000 for 
Special Olympics kids. 
 

She said that the June meeting will be home builders’ night.  
She asked members who are working on a project to send 
her a photo CD of the project, or arrange to have photos 
available at the meeting, as soon as possible. Member Rick 
Thomas will give a demonstration on working sheet metal. 
Mike Sawicki, Newsletter Editor, told members that Pete  
Krok, Chapter 845 member, will bring the RV7A which he 
completed.  It will be parked on the AirFlite ramp. 
 

Connie thanked SureCheck Aviation for providing the two 
door prizes. 
 

She proposed a chapter picnic for the last Saturday of June, 
at Wardlow Park.  Several members, by a show of hands, 
indicated that they would be at the chapter picnic. 

The resolution is indicated on the face of the device by three 
green bars, four yellow bars and three red bars.  Price is 
$299.00. The other product is the TrafficScope VRX.   It has  
a back-lit LCD display which shows range up to 5 nautical 
miles, shown in gradients of 0.1 mile for another aircraft 
closer than 2 NM.  It shows altitude separation +/- 100 ft reso-
lution.  It has altitude decoding and a wake turbulence alert. It 
measures 5.35” x 2” x  3.65”. Price is $795.00.  Both units 
can be powered from aircraft power with the included adap-
tors, or with AA batteries. 
 
TrafficScope  has a built-in altimeter, so it can operate in an 
aircraft which does not have a transponder.  There is an alti-
tude alerter which displays current altitude and alerts the pilot 
to pre-selected altitude deviation.  There is also an alerter 
which identifies a wake turbulence situation. TrafficScope 
VRX can also detect problems with the aircraft’s transponder 
and encoder and can be used as a back-up altimeter .There 
is a female  voice alert, on two levels,  when approaching 
traffic becomes a threat. 
 
Clemens asked for a show of hands from pilots who had re-
ported a near-miss.  About half of the pilots raised their 
hands. 
 
The TrafficScope  units  are passive, in that they receive but 
do not transmit signals.   They receive on 1090 mHz.  The 
transponder code of the target aircraft provides altitude infor-
mation.  The TrafficScope unit cannot be tied to the aircraft’s 
transponder. There must be at least  3 feet of separation be-
tween the transponder and the TrafficScope unit. Airframes 
are transparent to transponder signals within 5 miles, so there 
are usually no shadow signals.  Shadow signals can be elimi-
nated completely by mounting the transponder in the belly of 
the fuselage. The VRX unit can monitor three aircraft at a 
time.  Coverage can be concentrated by scaling the VRX 
range down to 1.5 miles and +/- 500 ft vertical separation. 
 
Collision avoidance is a separate division within the Sure-
Check organization.  TrafficScope Micro and TrafficScope 
VRX are third generation collision avoidance units manufac-
tured by SureCheck.  To date SureCheck has built about 
6,000 units, 2,000 of which are third generation units. There 
is an update program to notify customers to install new com-
puter chips. Clemens said that the return rate of collision 
avoidance units is less than 0.5%. 
 
The SureCheck units have an advantage over ground-based 
Air Traffic Control. This is because at extremely high fre-
quency (1090 mHz) the path of the signal straightens out, a 
phenomenon called line-if-sight-transmission.  The higher the 
altitude of the aircraft the less likely the signal will be blocked 
by terrain.

They then concentrated on 
creating aircraft collision avoidance devices and came up with 
two products.  One product is called TrafficScope Micro and 
is small enough to fit into the palm of a hand.  It has a three-
mile range and 10-step resolution.
